CONDITIONS OF PLAY
MURWILLUMBAH GOLF CLUB---MT WARNING WOLLUMBIN WOMEN'S GOLF CLASSIC 2025

Thursday 7t & Friday 8™ August 2025

1. The tournament is open to all amateur women golfers with Golf Australia Women's handicap: +10 to 54..

2. The field is limited to the first 128 entries received. Late entries will not be accepted but substitutes in the
same division MAY be permitted. No refunds after the Draw has been posted on the website.

3. The 2025 tournament will be - played in 4 divisions determined by the even distribution of handicaps of
entrants.

Divisions 1 & 2 will play a 2-day STROKE competition.

Divisions 3 & 4 will play a 2-day STABLEFORD competition.

4. After the draw is completed any changes of handicap which result in a change of division for the player will NOT
change a player's draw position. Please note COP point 3. A player’s handicap at the commencement of the
competition will remain their handicap throughout the competition and the determination of trophies.

5. NO CHANGES will be made to the draw once it has been completed and placed on the Website unless approved
by the MATCH COMMITTEE.

6. The Rules of Golf and the Local Rules of Murwillumbah Golf Club will be the rules of the tournament. The
local rules board should be consulted before play each day.

7. Any disputes will be decided by the Match Committee. Protests must be lodged in writing before the close of
competition on the day of play.

8. PLAYERS MUST REPORT TO THE STARTER on each tee 10 MINUTES PRIOR TO THEIR SCHEDULED HIT OFF.

9. Motorised carts are permitted. As there is a limited supply, players will need to indicate their need on the
entry form. Every effort will be made to meet needs by the match committee.

10. Caddies are not permitted.

11. Mobile phones may be carried but MUST be in passive mode (to be used only in an emergency).

12. Only distance measuring devices are permitted.

13a. To determine the Mount Warning Classic Champion, there will to be a sudden death playoff. The tied
players will play the 10™ hole if necessary to resolve the tie. If the tie still prevails, the 10™ hole will be repeated
until a decision is reached. The player who comes second in the playoff will be awarded the Mount Warning
Classic Champion Runner’s Up Trophy.

13b. Ties for any other trophy will be decided on a countback.

13c. Players are eligible to win only 1 trophy over the tournament apart from NTPs and Longest and Straightest
drives.

14. All decisions made by the MATCH COMMITTEE are final.
