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Conditions of play 

o The tournament is open to women who hold a current and valid GA Handicap. 
o The event will be 36 Holes  

o Stroke for Divisions 1 & 2 * 
o Stableford event for divisions 3 & 4 * 

* Division bands will be released upon completion of the draw. 
o All players are encouraged to use the MiScore app for scoring. If cards are used, 

scores must be entered promptly upon completion of your round at the kiosk in 
the clubhouse.  

o No caddies are allowed. 
o Only distance measuring devices are permitted. 
o For 36-Hole event, handicap current on the first day of play shall apply.  
o In the event of a handicap break, the player will remain in the Division in which 

she started but will play off her new handicap in the daily event.  
o Each group must maintain its position on the course with respect to the group 

preceding it. Any group with a clear hole in front of it will be considered out of 
position. Penalties may be issued to individuals in such groups, who contribute to 
such delays by their pace. Warnings may not be issued prior to penalties.  

o Players are eligible for only one 36-Hole major trophy.  
o Nearest the Pin: Played in four divisions. Division 3 and 4 will be 2nd shot to the 

green. These prizes may be claimed by players with NCR (no card returned) or 
by those who are disqualified.  

o Accuracy Drive and Longest Drive competitions: Played in four handicap 
divisions. These prizes may be claimed by players with NCR (no card returned) or 
by those who are disqualified.  

o In the event of severe weather conditions during play, the Match Committee 
reserves the right to change the format of the event.  

o In the event of full or partial cancellation of play, the Match Committee will 
determine whether a refund is appropriate and/or payable.  

o Ties for all events will be determined by countback using the MiClub Competition 
Management System, except in the event of a tie of the Mt Warning Wollumbin 
Ladies Classic Best Gross champion, a sudden death playoff will occur on the 
10th hole to resolve the tie. If a tie still prevails, the 10th hole will be repeated until 
a winner is confirmed. 

o Disputes and protests are to be made to the Match Committee in writing no later 
than 15 minutes after the finish of the round.
